The season of Great Lent calls us to abstain from eating meat on Ash Monday and all the  
Fridays of Lent. We are also required to fast from 12 midnight to 12 noon on Ash Monday and 
Great Friday, which involves eating or drinking nothing, (except water & medicine).  The Laws 
of Fast and Abstinence do not apply to those who have medical problems or need to take 
medication with food.
